3) On the accessible door from the
Assumption Parking Lot (northern
side) of the building.

Key2Access is a free mobile application
which assists users navigate their
surroundings on the main campus.

7. Volume up will allow you to receive
information about what your phone
Is pointed towards.

8. For the CAW Student Centre
exterior doors only, follow the “open
door” message when prompted to
automatically open the door.

UPVOLUME:

Will turn your phone into a pointer and
provide you with directional information
about what you are pointing at.

DOWN VOLUME:

Will provide a shortcut to receive more
information about accessible amenities
within a building.

SHAKING YOUR PHONE:

Will return you to the “main screen” of
the Key2Access application.

DIRECTIONAL MESSAGING:

Helps users to learn more about what is
around them. To access this information,
a user presses the down volume button.
